1. The radio clicked on. Rock music blasted forth. (Para. 1) 
Meaning: As soon as the radio started with a short, sharp sound, rock music began loudly.

2. Like a shot, the music woke Sandy. (Para. 1)
Meaning: Sandy heard the music and woke up as if startled by a gunshot. 
Please notice that these three words -"click", "blast" and "shot"- in the first three sentences are used to suggest a sense of suddenness.

Wake (v): I always wake early in the summer. 我夏天总是醒的早。

        (Formal) They woke to a clear blue sky. 他们醒来时天空湛蓝。

3. Sandy sang along with the words as she lay listening to her favorite radio station. (Para. 1)
Meaning: Sandy sang the song that was playing on her favorite radio station while she was still in bed.

As: prep., adv., conj

Prep: 像；如同 

They were all dressed as clowns. 他们都打扮成小丑。

Meaning: Why do you have to listen to such bad music?

8. ... though it does have rhythm. (Para. 2) 
Meaning: ... though it really has rhythm.

“does” is used for “emphasis” and should be followed by bare infinitive form of the verb.

She did go to see the doctor, yesterday. 她昨天的确去看医生了。

He does have a brother in England. 他的确有个弟弟在英国。

9. Sandy reached for the radio to turn it up louder. (Para. 3)
Meaning: Sandy stretched her hand out to increase the volume of the radio.

The air-conditioning unit was turned up too high. 空调开得太大了。

10. I can't stand it. (Para. 4)
Meaning: I cannot bear it.

Stand: v. used especially with can/could to say that sb/sth can survive sth or can tolerate sth  without being hurt or damaged. 经受，承受，经得起。

His hear won’t stand the strain much longer. 他的心脏对这种压力承受不了多久。

Modern plastics can stand very high and very low temperatures. 

新型塑料能承受很高和很低的温度。

Synonym: bear, endure, tolerate, etc.

bear: used with can/could in negative sentences and questions 在否定句和疑问句中与can/could 连用。To be able to accept and deal with sth unpleasant承受；忍受 

He can’t bear being laughed at.  他无法忍受遭人嘲笑。

She couldn’t bear the thought of losing hi. 失去他的情况她想都不敢想。

endure: to experience and deal with sth that is painful or unpleasant, especially without complaining. 忍耐；忍受

They had to endure a long wait before the case came to trial. 

在此案审理前他们只能忍受长时间的等待。

She could not endure the thought of parting. 一想到分别她就无法忍受。

Tolerate: to allow sb to do sth that you do not agree with or like 容许；允许

There is a limit to what one person can tolerate. 一个人的容忍是有限度的。

11. Then she grabbed the soap and washed thoroughly, including her hair. (Para5)

Meaning: Then she took the soap suddenly and washed herself all over, including her hair.
12. As usual, she didn't know what to have for breakfast, so she grabbed a glass of milk and ate a piece of toast while standing by the sink. (Para. 6) 
Meaning: As had happened before, she didn't know what to have for breakfast, so she quickly took a glass of milk and ate a piece of toast while she was standing by the sink.

13. It isn't healthy to eat standing up. (Para. 7)
Meaning: It isn't good to your health if you have your breakfast while standing up.

Present participle functions as adverbials, 现在分词作状语表示伴随状况，补充说明或方式。

He came running breathless and told me the results. 他上气不接下气地跑来告诉我结果。

We sat talking about college life on the grass. 我们坐在草地上谈论着大学生活。

14. I'll brush my teeth when I'm done. (Para. 12)

Meaning: I'll brush my teeth when I have finished my breakfast.
Done: finish doing something
When you are done, give us a call. 给我们打个电话。
He is done with politics and moving to the country to become a farmer.

他不再过问政治了，他正把家迁往乡间，到那儿去当农民。

15. Stop bugging me. (Para 16)

Meaning: Stop bothering me. 

16. Sandy Finch, you're too young to wear that much makeup. (Para. 19)
Meaning: Sandy Finch, you're not old enough to wear so much makeup.

Notice that the mother greeted the daughter by full name, which means the mother was very

firm in her opinion and/or wanted to be sure to get her daughter's full attention.
that: ad. (informal) so; to such a degree

I didn't know you cared that much. 我不知道你这么在乎。
I like him but not that much. 我喜欢他，但并不是非常喜欢。

Compare: this: ad. (informal) so; to this degree
You can't have this much for breakfast. 早餐你不能吃这么多。

I’ve never been out this later before. 我从未在外面呆这么晚。

Notice: “this” and “that” can be used as adverbs here.

15. ... and bolted out of the house. (Para. 20)
Meaning: ... and left the house quickly.

16. After Sandy had left for school, Jane Finch sat down in peace and quiet to drink her coffee.(Para. 21)

Meaning: After Sandy had left for school, Jane Finch sat down calmly to drink her coffee.

In peace and quiet:

Please let me get on with my work in peace and quiet. 让我平静地做完我手头上的事情吧。

He asked me to leave him in peace and quiet. 他叫我让他静一静。

17. My stomach feels upset – like it’s full of knots. (Para. 23)

Meaning: I am not feeling well in stomach. It seems full of knots.

Notice that the expression “it’s full of knots” may come from the idiom “knots in one’s stomach”, which means “a tight uncomfortable feeling caused by a strong emotion such as fear or anger”. 

18. I don’t think I’m old-fashioned, but hearing those tuneless, offensive lyrics repeatedly makes my blood boil. (Para. 23)

Meaning: I don’t think I am unwilling to accept new idea, but hearing those unpleasant songs over and over makes me angry.

Old-fashioned: adj. favoring ideas, beliefs, etc. of the past

She was an old-fashioned girl who listened to everything her parents said. 

她是一位守旧的姑娘，一切听从父母。

I am old-fashioned when it comes to music. 在音乐方面，我是守旧的。

Once usual or fashionable but now less common

His ideas are old-fashioned.他的思想陈旧。
We need to replace our old-fashioned equipment. 我们需要换掉我们的陈旧设备。

Compare: in fashion：popular at a certain time

Mary only buys clothes that are in fashion.玛丽只买时装。

out of fashion: no longer popular

Some clothes are out of fashion now.有些衣服已经过时了。

19. …different music appeal to different generations…(Para.24)

Meaning: …people of different age groups like different types of music…

20. Maybe eating breakfast will help me get rid of some of the knots in my stomach. (Para.25)

Meaning: Maybe eating breakfast will help me feel better.

21. …she and Sandy could still talk things over. (Para.29)
Meaning: …she could still have a good discussion with Sandy about these things.

Talk over: talk about something thoroughly and seriously.

Why don’t you come to my office and talk it over with me?

20. She knew she had to have patience and keep the lines of communication with her daughter open. (Para. 29)
Meaning: She knew she had to be patient and keep communication with her daughter effective.

Notice the structure: “keep + n./pron. + a./ ad./prep./V-ing/V-ed

keep: v. to stay in a particular condition or position; to make sb/sth to do (使)保持；处于

This coat will keep you warm. 这件外衣会使你暖和。

The illness kept her away from work for six weeks. 她生了病，有六周没来上班了。

I keep the plates in this cupboard. 我把盘子放在这个碗柜里。

I’m sorry to keep you waiting. 对不起，让您久等了。

This will keep the children amused. 这东西会使孩子们感到好玩。

21. She wanted to be there as an anchor for her, but at the same time she would give her freedom to find her own identity. (Para. 29)
Meaning: She wanted to be a person who can make her feel safe and supported but at the same time let her find out who she is by herself.

identity: n.[C] who or what a person or thing is

identity card (ID card) 身份证

The murder had to hide his identity in order to escape the police.

II. Section B     Keys to Successful Online Learning

1. Reading Skills

Distinguishing Between Facts and Opinions 

The particular reading skill introduced for this unit is distinguishing between facts and opinions. The ability to tell the difference between facts on one hand and the writer's opinions or interpretations on the other is a crucial comprehension skill. 
Facts are statements that tell what really happened or what the case is, and they are usually based on direct evidence. 

Opinions are statements of belief, judgment or feeling. Opinions are often based on facts ---

but they also involve the writer’s personal interpretation of the facts, which may or may not match your interpretation of them.   

Sometimes it isn’t easy to separate fact from opinion. Writers may combine fact and opinion in a way that makes it hard to say where the facts end and the opinions begin—or they may present opinions as if they were facts.

Meaning: These studies show that while young people are more likely to prefer their peers’ opinions to their parents’ about such things as music, clothing, and what’s “cool”…

5). …they continue to look to parents for basic values and guidance in the more important areas of life, such as career and lifetime goals. (Para. 3)

Meaning: … they continue to depend on their parents for basic values, help, and advice in the more important areas of life, such as profession and lifetime goals.

6). Perhaps, though, the problem does not lie in a difference of opinions or values, but in the way we relate to and communicate with each other. (Para. 4)

Meaning: perhaps, though, the problem is not that there is a difference of opinions or values between the old and the young, but that they have different ways of understanding and communicating with each other.

Lie in: (a problem, an answer, etc.) exist or can be found in

The difficulty lies in providing enough evidence. 问题在于如何提供充足的证据。

The strength of the book lies in the fact that the material is from the author’s own experiences.

Notice that “the way” is used as conjunctions here. 

We can use “like”, “as” and “the way” as conjunctions when we are comparing one person’s behavior or appearance to another’s. in the clause that follows the conjunction, the verb is usually “do”. for example, we can say “He walked to work every day, like his father had done”, “He walked to work every day, as his father had done”, or “He walked to work every day, the way his father had done”.

Here, “you get across the message” modifies “any way” while “that conflicts can otherwise create” is a clause that modifies “gaps”. “we are in this together” is in apposition to “the message”. In = involved in.

12). …like losing your cool or saying something hurtful during an argument. (Para.11)

Meaning: …like losing your self-control or saying something hurtful during a discussion.

Lose one’s cool: lose one’s calmness and self-control

If you lose your cool, you get angry easily. 如果你不冷静，就会很容易生气。

He was on the verge of losing his cool. 他就要失去冷静了。

Antonym: keep one’s cool 保持冷静。

13). The humor, energy and sense of possibility teenagers often have can awaken parents to positive sides of themselves they had forgotten or neglected. (Para. 12)

Meaning: Teenagers are full of humor and energy, and they think that everything is possible. This can make parents aware of their own strong points which they had forgotten or given little attention to. 

“teenagers often have” modifies “the humor, energy and sense of possibility”

Meaning: When teens feel like their parents like them, they usually act more pleasantly.
