Section A:    The Battle Against AIDS

Background Information:

1. AIDS
AIDS stands for Acquired Immune Deficiency Syndrome. It is defined as occurring in people with antibodies (抗体) to a virus called Human Immuno-deficiency Virus (HIV), which is thought to have originated in African monkeys and passed to human populations during the twentieth century.          HIV spreads through
 contact with infected blood,
 infected sexual partners, or
 within the womb of an infected pregnant mother. After infecting a person, HIV can remain hidden in the body for a long or a short period of time until it becomes active and develops into AIDS, for which no known cure exists.

           AIDS is a global, human epidemic. The World Health Organization and UNAIDS estimated that between 2.8 and 3.5 million people with AIDS died in 2004. An estimated 22 million people with AIDS have died since 1981. However, these statistics are only estimates, as it is not known how many people have actually died of AIDS.
