Section A:    The Trashman
Background Information:

Waste management and trashmen
Ever since ancient times, human beings have learned how to deal with large amounts of garbage in urban areas. As early as the second century BC, the Chinese had established a workforce that gathered garbage in its major cities. In the United States, Benjamin Franklin was the first to implement sanitation services in the form of street cleaning and some trash removal during the 1700s in Philadelphia. Today, each local government in the US manages its own waste management service. The employees who collect garbage are called trashmen. 

John Gardner

John Gardner, born in 1912 in California, was a psychology educator who became an official with the  Carnegie Corporation in 1946 and then its president (1955-1965). Educated at Stanford and the university of California. Dr. Gardner was a Marine intelligence officer during World War II. He was appointed Secretary of Health, Education and Welfare (1965- 1968) by President Lyndon Johnson. Gardner wrote eight non-fiction books including Excellence: Can We Be Equal and Excellent Too? (1961) known for his clear thinking, he argued for the cause of people who are ingored in a wealthy society. The quotation referred to in Text A first appeared in the Saturday Evening Post (December 1, 1962) and has since been used almost one thousand times in writings by others. Solid: a. without breaks

I was so tired that I slept for twelve solid hours. 我太累了，睡了整整12个小时。

2. My shoulder hurt wickedly each time I put another full barrel on it, and my legs occasionally trembled as I was heading to the street……
Meaning: Each time when I put another full barrel of trash on my shoulder, it hurt me badly, and sometimes my legs even shook as I was walking to the street……
Head to: go to

I was heading to my office when I met him. 我在去办公室的路上遇见了他。

The ship is heading to the harbor. 船向港口驶去。

3. but the rest of me said: “ Go, trashman, go.”
Meaning: but my mind told me: “ Keep going, trashman, don’t stop.”
4. Saturday meant most adults were at home on the route.

Meaning: On Saturdays most adults who lived in the area where I picked up trash were at home.

5. I thought this might mean more exchanges as I made the rounds today.

Meaning: I thought their staying at home might provide more chances for exchanging greeting as I went around collecting trash from door to door today.

Exchange: n. a short conversation

There was an angry exchange between the two. 他们两吵来吵去。

6. There wasn’t time for lengthy talks but enough to exchange greetings that go with civilized ways.

Meaning: There was not enough time to talk for long, but enough time to exchange some warm greetings as to show you have good manners.

7. I was shocked to find that this wasn’t the case.

Meaning: I was shocked to find this wasn’t rue.

Case: a situation that exists

It might be the case in the past, but now it is different. 过去也许是那样，但现在不同了。

8. I said hello in quite a few yards before the message registered that this wasn’t normally done.

Meaning: Before I understood that saying hello wasn’t something that was commonly done, I said hello to many people.

“The message” here refers to “that this wasn’t normally done”. The response the greeted people made to his greetings helped him to understand that he was doing something other trashmen never did and were not expected to do. This can be seem from the following sentences and paragraphs.

9. ……who looked me in the eye……
Please notice that the phrase here shows that people are cold in their attitudes toward “I”, regarding “I” as a very strange person. 

Look sb. in the eye(s): look directly at someone
He looked her in the eye but said nothing. 他只盯着她看，一句话也没说。

10. I felt human then.

Meaning: I felt that I was treated as a human again.

11. Another woman had a huge, peculiar animal in her yard.

Peculiar: a. strange, often in an unpleasant way

What a peculiar thing to say！怎么说这样的怪话！

Typical of a particular person, place, etc.

The custom is peculiar to this region. 这是该地区特有的风俗。

12. The way most people look at you, you’d think a trashman was a monster.

Meaning: Judging from the way most people look at you, you would think that a trashman wasn’t even human but rather a monster.

Detailed Study of the Text 

1. He worked himself to death, finally and precisely, at 3:00 A.M. Sunday morning. 
Meaning: He had worked so hard that finally he died exactly at 3:00 A.M. Sunday morning.
Note that in the text “to death” means the company man Phil who worked too hard was actually dead as a result of overwork. Usually “to death” means “too much”. For example:

Your mother will be worried to death about you. 你母亲为你担心死了。

I was bored to death by his lengthy speech. 他那冗长的讲话把我烦死了。

2. The article about his death didn’t say that, of course.

Meaning: The notice of his death didn’t mention that he died because of overwork.

3. It said he died of a heart attack, but every one of his friends and acquaintances knew it instantly. 

Meaning: The article said that he died because of a heart attack, but all his friends and those who were familiar with him knew immediately the real reason why he died.

The implied meaning of the sentence is that all his friends and colleagues were not surprised to learn about his death because they knew that he had workded himself too much.

Die of: die because of something such as an illness

In a severe winter, wild animals may die of hunger. 寒冬，野生动物可能死于饥饿。

My grandmother died of grief soon after my grandfather passed away. 我奶奶在我爷爷去世后不久因悲伤而去世。

4. He was a perfect Type A, addicted to working….

Meaning: He was a man aiming high and working hard, a workaholic.
Type A: a personality type characterized by ambition, impatience, and competitiveness and thought to be susceptible to stress and heart disease

He was a Type A, a workaholic. 他是A型人，工作狂。

Compare： 

Type B: a personality type characterized as easy-going and thought to have low susceptibility to stress

5. This man…--- on his day off --- was at work.

Meaning: This man…was working on the day he died though he was scheduled to have that day free
Note that this sentence is almost the exact repetition of the first one to emphasize the fact mentioned

Off: ad. Away or free from regular work

The babysitter is off today. 保姆今天放假。

I’m having a day off next week. 下星期我有一天假。

6. More precisely, he was one of six vice-president, and one of the three that might conceivably--- if the president died or retired soon enough--- have been promoted to the top spot.

Meaning: To be exact, he was one of six vice-president. What's more, people believed that he was of the three vice-president that might have moved to the president’s position if the president died or retired soon enough.

Retire: vi. Stop working at one’s job, profession, etc., usually because of age

My father retired from his job at the age of 60. 我父亲是60岁退的休。
She’s worried that she won’t have enough money to live on when she retires. 她担心退休后没有足够的钱生活。

7. He did not divide his time with outside interests, unless, of course, you consider his monthly game of golf. 

Meaning: He did not spend any of his time on other things except you say that he played golf once a month.

Divide: vt. Separate and give out or share

The prize money will be equally divided among the three winners. 奖金将由三名获胜者均分。

She divided her time between teaching and research. 她把时间分配在教学和科研两方面。

8. “Missing him all these years,” she had given yp a part of herself, which had cared too much for the man. She would be “well taken care of.”
Meaning: Since she had missed him all these years, she must have given up part of herself, which was devoted to taking too much care of her husband. And now she would be the one to be taken care of.

Note the ironical tone of the sentences. Obviously, the writer of the article is critical of her husband who was a workaholic, caring more for his work than for hiw wife and family. 

Care for: look after

She cared for her father in his dying days. 她在父亲临终前的那些天一直看护着他。

Who cared for her while she was ill? 她生病时谁照顾她？
(used in questions and negatives) like 

Would you care for a drink? 你想喝点什么吗？

I don’t care for that color very much. 我不太喜欢那种颜色。

9. …told the forty-eight-year-old widow that the fifty-one-year-old deceased had meant so much to the company and would be missed and hard to replace.

Meaning：…told Phil’s wife, who was 48, that her husband, who was 51, had been so important to the company that he would be missed by other people of the company and they would find it difficult to put another man in his place.
10. He asked around:” Who ‘s been working the hardest?”
Meaning: He asked many people, “Who’s been working the hardest?”
Please note the ironic tone that the writer uses in the sentence. The president knew clearly that Phil died of working too hard. On the one hand the president expressed his grief about Phil’s death. On the other hand he was looking for a person who works as hard as Phil to replace him.

Ask around: ask in many places and ask many people

If you are looking for a good doctor, you’d better ask around. 如果你想找好医生，最好多问几个人。

I’ll ask around to see if I can help ypu find a job. 我会四处问问，看能否帮你找份工作。

The discussion about electronic dictionaries has never stopped in the past few years. Let's have a look at its advantages and disadvantages before drawing the final conclusion.                              

The biggest advantage of an electronic dictionary is its convenience. Whenever you meet new words or expressions, you can know the meaning quickly. What's more, with the development of science and technology, electronic dictionaries are becoming more and more advanced: they can pronounce the words clearly, provide sample sentences to illustrate word usage and store difficult words for special memorization. Last but by no means the least, electronic dictionaries are becoming cheaper and cheaper, and more and more students can afford them.

However, the negative effects are also obvious. To begin with, some students rely too much on the electronic dictionary—they never put their heart into learning new words and expressions. Diligence is always the decisive factor, because "there is no royal road to learning".

Up until now, we can see it clearly that an electronic dictionary is not beneficial or harmful in itself. The key lies in the user—so long as we can make proper use of it, it can be most helpful to us in many respects.
