Text Study: 

Section A:    Face to Face with Guns
Background Information:
1. Gun politics in the United States
The degree to which firearms can or should be regulated has long been debated in the United States, although no federal gun control of any form existed for the first 158 years of the country's history. Disagreements range from the practical (Does gun ownership cause or prevent crime?) to the constitutional (How should one interpret the Second Amendment?). The debate over gun ownership is centered on the Second Amendment to the Constitution, which protects "the right of the people to keep and bear arms".
Gun control advocates believe that right does not extend to ownership of military-style firearms that are otherwise known as assault weapons. They point to incidents such as the Columbine High School massacre in April 1999, which resulted in the deaths of 14 students (including the two gunmen) and a teacher, in support of banning assault weapons. They also support measures intended to reduce gun-related violence, such as mandatory child safety locks, background checks on those wishing to purchase a gun, limits on the number of guns a person can buy, and raising the age limit for gun ownership.
　　
Gun rights groups, led by the National Rifle Association (NRA), argue that these and other proposals infringe on the constitutional rights of law-abiding citizens. They maintain that bans on the sale of certain types of weapons have not proved effective in reducing violent crime and that proposals for stricter background checks at gun shows are designed to eliminate gun shows themselves. Some gun manufacturers have volunteered support for safety locks, but the NRA has criticized safety locks for placing an undue burden on gun manufacturers without a proven benefit to the public. 
2. KFC
KFC (Kentucky Fried Chicken) is based in Louisville, Kentucky. Originally founded by Col. Harland Sanders, KFC is known for its fried chicken which is prepared by coating fresh-cut pieces of chicken in a flour, salt, and pepper mixture, then cooking immersed in hot oil in a pressure cooker. The world's first KFC was established in 1939 in Corbin, Kentucky. The first franchise was established in 1952 in Salt Lake City, Utah by Harland Sanders and Pete Harman. KFC now has more than 30,000 restaurants worldwide.

They advocated strict control of pollution to protect the environment. 他们主张严格控制污染以保护环境。

Please note this word was learned in Passage B, Unit 4.

Meaning: I should carry my gun from my house to my car, but I didn't do that.

transport: vt. move someone or something from one place to another

Flies transport different kinds of diseases. 苍蝇传播各种不同的疾病。 

residence: n. a person's home; the grand house of someone important

Is this your office or your residence? 这是你的办公室呢，还是你的住处？

10. What the gun is capable of, what it is intended for, still frightens me more than what it may prevent. (Para.4)

2). plan or mean to do something

She intends to take a trip to China next year. 她打算明年到中国旅行。

I intend to go with her. 她打算同她一起去。

Meaning: I have imagined an encounter with an attacker.

confront: vt. 1). face or meet an enemy, difficulty, etc.

"Imagine" is a word learned during middle school. But be careful with how to use the word; the word "imagine" is often followed by a noun or a noun phrase. The following are examples picked up from your reading passage.

I imagine another possibility. 我又想象另一种可能性。(Para. 11)

18. I try not to reveal I feel anxiety just because a black man has walked up behind me in a gas station in a bad neighborhood and he does not have a car. (Para. 10)

Meaning: I try not to show that I feel worried just because a black man has walked up behind me in a gas station in a bad neighborhood and because he does not have a car.

"A bad neighborhood" here means a neighborhood with a bad name because of the frequent happening of crime or violence.

19. I try not to reveal I feel anxiety... (Para. 10)

reveal: vt. make something known; show; allow to be seen 

The article reveals a lot of information about that political official. 这篇文章披露了许多有关那位政治家的情况。

Some women do not want to reveal their true ages. 有些妇女不愿透露她们的真实年龄。

20. The man mustn't have seen my gun. (Para. 11)

Meaning: The man can't have seen my gun.

When we give a negative conclusion about a past event, we usually use "can't (cannot) have V-ed". The use of mustn't have V-ed to express a conclusion is American English.

21. My friend automatically locked the doors. (Para. 13)

Meaning: My friend locked the doors without thinking about it..

automatically: ad. without thinking about what you are doing 

I automatically jump back when I see a snake. 看到蛇，我本能地往后跳。 

automatic: a. done without thinking or like a machine

The automatic door opens when we approach it. 我们一靠近，自动门就开了。

Many banks have automatic money machines so that we can take out some money by ourselves. 许多银行有自动取款机，这样我们可以自己取款。

22. I am disgusted she saw the man as a reminder to lock her doors. (Para. 13)

Meaning: I have a strong sense of not liking and not agreeing when her friend saw the man as something to remind her to lock her doors.

The citizens are disgusted with the factory because of the pollution that the factory has caused. 由于这家工厂制造成污染，居民们对它极为讨厌。

23. I wonder if he noticed us doing so. I wonder how it feels when people lock their doors at the sight of you. (Para. 13)

Meaning: I don't know whether he realized that we locked the doors because we saw him. I don't know how you feel when people lock their doors as soon as they see you.

at the sight of: on seeing

She cried at the sight of a dog. 她一见到狗就叫了起来。

People jumped with joy at the sight of the ship coming to the port. 看到船驶入港口，人们高兴得跳了起来。

24. I fear what may happen if I don't use it, but am more afraid of killing another human being, more afraid of trying to live with the guilt of murdering another person. (Para. 15)

Meaning: I am afraid of what may happen if I don't use the gun, but I am more afraid of killing another human being, more afraid of trying to accept the strong and unhappy feelings caused by the knowledge of killing another person.

25. I bet my life that he will take my money and leave. I hope I win. (Para. 15) 

Meaning: I risk my life on the chance that he will take my money and leave. I hope I'm right.

bet: v.1). risk money on the result of a race, game, match, or the future event 

When you bet on a horse at a horse race, you hope the horse wins. 在赛马时把赌注下在马上，就指望此马会嬴。 

Did you bet on the winner of the World Cup football game? 你在世界杯足球赛的获胜球队上下赌注了没有。

2). be very certain 

If you say "I bet", you mean that you are sure something is true. 

You will succeed, I bet. 我肯定你会成功。

Part IV.  Supplement

1. Negro: Expressions that were acceptable years ago are sometimes not acceptable today. The word "Negro" is an example. Once used to describe black people, "Negro" was a word used in polite society. People including Dr. Martin Luther King, President John F. Kennedy, and Senator Robert F. Kennedy even used this word in their speeches. When used today, however, this word sounds offensive. Today, people prefer to use the term Black, often capitalizing the "B". There is a debate among people in America whether Black people in the US should be called "African Americans". Some people believe that this term is more respectful than other options, while many other people believe that the term is too complex and is not inclusive enough. When speaking to (or about) members of an ethnic group other than your own, it is best to call them what they like to be called.
2. William Blake (1757-1827)

William Blake was an English poet and artist whose best-known books of poems are Songs of Innocence and Songs of Experience. The quotation used in Passage A comes from the first verse of a poem called "London".
3. The Thames

The Thames is a river flowing through southern England and connecting London with the sea. The Thames has a length of 346 kilometers. The Thames is so central to and intertwined with the history of England that it has been described as "Liquid History". It has been used as a highway, transporting both people and goods for centuries, and was the scene of many historic battles, forming a natural line of defense.

It is said that the river may take its name from the Sanskrit "tamas" meaning "dark" as its waters are often dark and cloudy; another school of thought is that it is named after the Roman "Tam" meaning "wide" and "Isis" meaning "water".
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
