Section A:    A Test of True Love

Background Information:

Concentration Camp: A concentration camp is a place created for assembling and confining political prisoners and enemies of a nation, During World War II concentration camps were established throughout Europe by the Nazis, who used them to confine millions of Jews as a group. Besides, communists,Gypsies, homosexuals, and others considered undesirable according to Nazi beliefs, or who opposed the government,were also put into concentration camps and eventually killed in large groups. In concentration camps, a large proportion of people died of mistreatment, malnutrition, and disease. In the Nazi camps inmates were exploited for slave labor and medical experimentation.In the best known of the camps, more than six million mainly Jewish men, women, and children were killed in gas chambers.

Language point 1 
In six minutes he would see the woman who had filled a special place in his life for the past thirteen months, a woman he had never seen, yet whose written words had been with him and had given him strength without fail. (Para. 1) 
Meaning: After six minutes he would see the woman who had been so special in his life for the past thirteen months. He had never met this woman before, but her letters to him had stayed with him and had certainly given him strength. 

Language point 2 
Soon after he volunteered for military service, he had received a book from this woman. (Para. 2) 
Meaning: Not long after he joined the military, he had received a book from this woman. 

Language point 3 
And while they all got strength from it, and appreciated her support of their cause, John Blandford was the only person to write Ms. Meynell back. (Para. 2) 
Meaning: And although John and his friends all got strength from her letter and felt thankful for her support of their cause, only he wrote a letter to her in reply. 

Language point 4 
On the day of his departure, to a destination overseas where he would fight in the war, he received her reply. (Para. 2) 
Meaning: On the day when he was leaving for a foreign land where he would fight in the war, he received a letter of reply from her. 

Language point 5 
When his letters did not arrive, she wrote anyway, without decrease. (Para. 3) 
Meaning: Even if she failed to receive his letters, she still kept on writing to him, without reducing the number of her letters. 

Language point 6 
During the difficult days of war, her letters nourished him and gave him courage. (Para. 3) 
Meaning: During the difficult days of war, her letters gave him strength and courage. 

Here, the verb "nourish" is used metaphorically, meaning "maintain, encourage, strengthen something". 

More examples: 
Letters of love only nourished her longing for him.

University study nourished his ability to think critically.

Meaning: She explained why she had refused to give him her photo... 

Language point 10 
Either way, I would forbid myself from loving you. (Para. 4) 
Meaning: In either situation, I would keep myself from loving you. 

Language point 11 
When you come to New York and you see me, then you can make your decision. Remember, both of us are free to stop or go on after that... (Para. 4) 
Meaning: When you come to New York and you see me, then you can decide whether you really love me or not. Remember, both of us can choose either to stop or go on like this after that...

One minute to six ... Blandford's heart leaped. (Para.5) 
Meaning: The time was one minute to six o'clock (i.e. the time of the scheduled meeting was very near) ... Blandford was so excited that his heart beat fast.

Meaning: A young woman was coming toward him, and he immediately felt there was something that connected himself to this woman.

Detailed Study of the Text:
Lanhuage Point 1 
I am almost dead, surviving from day to day...(Para. 1) 
Meaning: I am near death, trying to keep alive each day... 

Notice that in the text the writer is telling a story about what happened more than half a century ago. He nevertheless uses the present tense throughout for the purpose of achieving an immediacy in time to produce the effect of great vividness. This use of the present tense is called "Narrative Present". 

Lanhuage Point 2 
We suffer under the whips of the terrible Nazis. (Para. 1) 
Meaning: We suffer a great deal from the terrible rule of the Nazis. 

In this sentence, "whips" is used metaphorically to refer to the terrible rule of the Nazis. 

Lanhuage Point 3 
I am not thinking about my steps; I am moving mechanically across the landscape, kneeling on occasion when I think I see a bit of timber or other item that I can use to start a fire. (Para. 2) 
Meaning: I don't mind how many steps I am taking; I am walking across the place without thinking, coming down on my knees from time to time when I think I see a piece of wood or any other thing that I can use to start a fire. 

Lanhuage Point 4 
She has the light, gravity-free steps of a fairy. (Para. 2)
Meaning: She has the light steps, seemingly not affected by gravity, like those of a fairy. 

Notice the compound word "gravity-free". Here "free" means "not having". Words of similar formation include: tax-free (免税的), lead-free (无铅的), salt-free (无盐的), smoke-free (无烟的), etc. 

Lanhuage Point 5 
The camp has taken its toll on me. (Para. 2) 
Meaning: The life in the concentration camp has had a very bad effect on me. 

Lanhuage Point 6 
I want to look away, as I feel oddly ashamed for this stranger to see me like this, sickly thin and in torn, stained clothing, but I cannot take my eyes from hers. (Para. 2) 
Meaning: I want to look away, because I feel very ashamed for this girl to see me in this situation: I look very unhealthily thin and wear torn, dirty clothes. But I cannot turn away from her eyes. 

Lanhuage Point 7 
... how long has it been since I have seen one! And how this one shines—greater than any crystal! (Para. 3) 
Meaning: ... I haven't seen an apple for such a long time! And how this apple shines—more brilliant than any crystal! 

Lanhuage Point 8 
Lanhuage Point 9 
But in here, I cling to any tiny trace of hope. (Para. 4) 
Meaning: But here in the concentration camp, I tightly hold any small amount of hope for survival. 

Lanhuage Point 10 
... flinging it over the fence with greater precision than before... (Para. 5) 
Meaning: ... throwing the apple over the fence more precisely than before...
