Section A:    Never Be a Quitter in face of life

Background Information:
1. Cuban Missile Crisis refers to a confrontation between the United States and the Soviet Union in 1962 over the presence of missile sites in Cuba; it is one of the hottest periods of the Cold War. The Soviet premier, Nikita Khrushchev, placed Soviet nuclear missiles in Cuba, which had come under Soviet influence since the success of the Cuban Revolution three years earlier. President John F. Kennedy of the United States set up a naval blockade of Cuba and insisted that Khrushchev remove the missiles. Russians refer to the event as the "Caribbean Crisis", while Cubans refer to it as the "October Crisis".

2.. Oval Office is the official office of the President of the United States. Located in the West Wing of the White House, it was originally constructed in 1909, during the Taft administration. Since the presidency of Richard Nixon, the term has been used to refer to the president himself: "The order came directly from the Oval Office."
