Part II  Writing

Reading Skills:  Denotation and Connotation

We talked about Denotation and Connotation in Unit 10, Book 2. Here is a brief review about the reading skills. 

         Both denotation and connotation refer to the meanings of words. Denotation is the literal meaning of a word — what you find in a dictionary. Connotation, on the other hand, is the implied meaning of a word — what a word suggests to you, or what it makes you feel or think. For the word “die”, for example,

the denotation is “stop living”. But in the sentence “Some die at 30 but are not buried until they’re 70”, the word “die” connotes “stop living spiritually” or “stop growing intellectually”.

        In order to fully understand the connotation of a word, we need to be aware of the context in which the word appears. Generally speaking, the more we perceive the connotations of a word, the more we can understand how a writer wants us to feel or think. Read the following sentences taken from Text A carefully, paying close attention to the underlined words. These words all have clear denotations, but each has a number of connotations.
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
