Text Study: 

Section A:    Research into Population Genetics
Background Information:

Luca Cavalli-Sforza: born in Genoa, Italy, was educated at the University of Pavia where he gained his M.D. in 1944. After working on bacterial genetics at Cambridge (1948-1950) and Milan (1950-1957) he has held chairs in genetics at Parma (1958-1962) and Pavia (1962-1970). In 1970 he was appointed professors of genetics at the University of Stanford, California, a position he held until his retirement in 1992. Cavalli-Sforza has specialized mainly in the genetics of human populations, producing with Walter Bodmer a comprehensive survey of the subject in their Genetics, Evolution and Man (1976). He has also done much to show how genetic data from present human racial groups could be used to reconstruct their past separations. This reconstruction, based on the analysis of 58 genes, yields a bifurcated evolutionary tree with Caucasian and African races in one branch and Orientals, Oceanians, and Amerinds in the other.
Human genetic map：Our bodies are comprised of trillions of microscopic units called cells. Cells in turn are built up from many specific types of molecules. The large molecules or macromolecules include nucleic acids and proteins which are the workhorses of our cells. Each protein is a linear polymer of a specific sequence of 20 different amino acids. DNA is also a linear polymer comprised of four types of nucleotides. The genetic code is universal among all living things.
Gene:  a single part of the material at the centre of a cell, which controls the development of qualities in a living thing which have been passed on from its parents; A gene is a set of segments of nucleic acid 核酸 that contains the information necessary to produce a functional RNA 核糖核酸product in a controlled manner. They contain regulatory regions dictating under what conditions this product is made, transcribed regions dictating the sequence of the RNA product, and/or other functional sequence regions. The physical development and phenotype显性 of organisms can be thought of as a product of genes interacting with each other and with the environment，and genes can be considered as units of inheritance.

Detailed Study of the Text:

1. While not exactly a top-selling book, The History and Geography of Human Genes is a remarkable collection of more than 50 years of research in population genetics. (Para. 1)

Meaning: Although the book is not actually a best seller, The History and Geography of Human Genes is an outstanding book, reflecting 50 years’ research in population genetics.
2. The book’s firm conclusion: Once the genes for surface features such as skin color and height are discounted, the “races” are remarkably alike under the skin. (Para 1)
Meaning: The book firmly concludes that if the genes for superficial characteristics such as skin color and height are ignored, all races are fundamentally alike.
3. In fact, there is no scientific basis for theories advocating the genetic superiority of any one population over another. (Para. 1)

Meaning: Actually, theories suggesting that one race of people is superior to another have no scientific basis.
4. The book, however, is much more than an argument against the latest racially biased theory. (Para. 2)

Meaning: But the book is not just an argument against the latest racially biased theory. 

Note: A racially biased theory is one that shows an unreasonable like or dislike for one race based on personal opinions.

5. The prime mover behind the project, Luca Cavalli-Sforza, a Stanford professor, labored with his colleagues for 16 years to create nothing less than the first genetic map of the world. (Para. 2)
Meaning: The leading scientist of the project, Luca Cavalli-Sforza, a Stanford professor, worked with his colleagues for 16 years to produce the first worldwide map of human genes.

Note: “nothing less than” is often used in a sentence without an adverbial clause of comparison to emphasize how important or surprising something is. 

1) “nothing less than” followed by a noun

The setting up of this plant in three months is nothing less than a miracle. 三个月就建成了这个工厂， 简直就是一个奇迹。

6. The book features more than 500 maps that show areas of genetic similarity —— much as places of equal altitude are shown by the same color on other maps. (Para. 2)
Meaning: The book includes more than 500 maps. These maps show areas of genetic similarity in the same way that places of equal altitude are shown by the same color on other maps.
7. Result: the closest thing we have to a global family tree. (Para. 2)
Meaning: As a result, we’ve got what is almost a global family tree —— how the world’s populations are related to each other.
8. The information needed to draw that tree is found in human blood: various proteins that serve as markers to reveal a person’s genetic makeup. (Para. 3)

Meaning: It’s found that the different proteins in human blood provide the necessary information to draw that global family tree, for they can tell us about a person’s genetic structure.
9. And to ensure the populations were “pure”, the study was confined to groups that were in their present locations as of 1492, before the first major movements from Europe began —— in effect, a genetic photo of the world when Columbus sailed for America. (Para. 3)
Meaning: And to make sure the survey participants were not mixed with outsiders, the study was limited to people who had been living since 1492 in their present locations and were not affected by the first major movements from Europe due to Columbus’ discovery of America. In fact, what the scientists drew was a genetic map of the world in 1492.
10. One of them jumps right off the book’s cover: A color map of the world’s genetic variation has Africa at one end of the range and Australia at the other. (Para. 5)
Meaning: One of the discoveries was right on the book’s cover: A color map of the world’s genetic distribution shows that Australians are most different from Africans.
11. But their genes tell a different story. (Para. 5)
Meaning: But their genes prove the widely-held assumption wrong.
12. What the eye sees as racial differences —— between Europeans and Africans, for example —— are mainly a way to adapt to climate as humans move from one continent to another. (Para. 5)
Meaning: For example, the different appearances of Europeans and Africans as we see are mainly a result of environmental survival when they move from one continent to another.
13. The same map, in combination with ancient human bones, confirms that Africa was the birthplace of humanity and thus the starting point of the original human movements. (Para. 6)
Meaning: The same genetic map, together with the study of ancient human bones, firmly proves that Africa was the home of the human race and therefore the starting point of human migration.
14. The genetic maps also shed new light on the origins of populations that have long puzzled scientists. (Para. 7)
Meaning: The genetic maps also contribute to scientists’ new understanding of the origins of populations, which they’ve been working very hard to discover.
15. But their genes beg to differ. (Para. 7)
Meaning: But their genes tell a different story.
16. The most distinctive members of the European branch of the human tree are the Basques of France and Spain. (Para. 8)

Meaning: The Basques of France and Spain have characteristics that make them very different from other members of the European branch of the human tree.
17. In addition to telling us about our origins, genetic information is also the latest raw material of the medical industry … (Para. 9)
Meaning: Apart from telling us about where we come from, genetic information can also be used for medical purposes…
18. Activists for native populations fear that the scientists could exploit these peoples: Genetic material taken from blood samples could be used for commercial purposes without adequate payment made to the groups that provide the DNA. (Para. 9)
Meaning: Activists for native populations worry that the scientists could take advantage of these peoples, getting DNA information from their blood samples to gain profits without paying them enough.
19. Cavalli-Sforza stresses that his mission is not just scientific but social as well. (Para. 10)
Meaning: Cavalli-Sforza stresses that his task is not only of scientific importance but also of social significance.

not (just/only)…but … as well: not only…but also…

Detailed Study of the Text 

1. It is a popular myth that great geniuses —— the Einsteins, Picassos and Mozarts of this world —— spring up out of nowhere as if touches by the finger of God. (Para. 1)

Meaning: Most people mistakenly believe that great geniuses such as Einstein, Picasso and Mozart appear suddenly and unexpectedly as if they were created by God.
2. It is the same story with other geniuses. (Para. 3)
Meaning: The childhood of other geniuses is very similar to that of Gauss.
3. “In every case, when you look into the backgrounds of great people, there is this pattern of very early stimulation by a parent or teacher figure,” the professor says. (Para. 3)

Meaning: In all cases, they professor says, when you closely examine great people’s backgrounds, there is always a parent or teacher encouraging them at a very early stage.
4. Supportive parents were those who would go out of their way to help their children follow their favorite interests and praised whatever level of achievement resulted. (Para. 5)
Meaning: Supportive parents were those who would make a special effort to help their children follow their interests and would praise the children even for small progress.
5. Stimulating parents were more actively involved in what their children did, steering them toward certain fields and pushing them to work hard, often acting as a tutor. (Para. 5)

Meaning: Stimulating parents played a more active part in what their children did. They would guide their children to certain fields and encouraged them to work hard. Very often they served as their tutor.
6. One reason why prodigies such as Picasso and Einstein had a head start in life was that they had parents who demonstrated how to think about …(Para. 9)
Meaning: One reason why prodigies such as Picasso and Einstein have an advantage over others in life was that they had parents who taught them how to think about……
have a head start: have an advantage over others in a particular activity, especially as a result of starting to do it before them
I had a head start in English, because my mother was an English teacher. 因为母亲是一名英语教师，所以我比别人在英语方面起步要早。

Meaning: Would those parents be certain to have a genius as their child?

9. There is general agreement that genuine biological differences exist between individuals; geniuses need to be lucky in both their genes and their parents. (Para. 14)

Meaning: Most people agree there exist genuine biological differences between individuals and that both genes and family environment play an important role in producing a genius.
10. The most significant implication would seem to be that while most people are in a good position to fulfill their biological potential —— barring serious illnesses or a poor diet during childhood —— it is far from certain that they will grow up in an environment where that capacity will be developed. (Para. 14)

Meaning: The most important implication is that most people, except for those who are seriously ill or fed with bad quality food causing lack of growth at a young age, would seem to be able to take good advantage of their genes. However, they cannot be certain to realize their genetic potentials unless they’re born into a family which help them develop their potentials.
